Scope

The working Group ExMCWG02 is to develop and maintain, Technical Capability Documents (TCD) for use in the preparation and assessment of ExTLs and ExCBs. 

This report covers the work done by ExMC WG02 since the 2014 ExMC meeting in The Hague up to August 2015.

IECEx ExMC The Hague

The convenor gave a verbal report supported by a power point presentation. The presentation and written report has been added to the IECEx website.

Actions since The Hague 2014 

Work that was identified at the working group meeting held in The Hague has been completed. This included:

· Updated the TCD document to latest editions for IEC 60079-1, -2, -5, -6, -18, -26

· Added the minimum testing capabilities at the end of every standard for consistency. Note some sections already had minimum testing capabilities listed at the beginning of the section.

· Editorial and formatting editing eg line removed to allow assessor to write a short report within the applicable sections. 
· Deleted editions for the headings in the equipment and test tables. This will make updating to later editions simpler. The working group could not see an assessor wanting to cover anything more than the latest edition in the TCD.

Revision 3 of the TCD has been sent to IECEx to be included in the IECEx MC agenda for approval. Then the TCD will be published and communicated to all assessors, CB and TL’s.

Mr Mohamed Abdelkrimi from (MSTC AU) and Mr Bipin Parmar (Simtars AU) have been added to the working group membership and Mr Ralph Wigg has resigned from the working group. This information has been updated on the IECEx website. 

5 Correspondence

Correspondence was received from IECEx regarding questions raised by Paul Kelly as ExTAG WG01 Convenor. It was brought to the working group’s attention that ExTAG WG01 was planning to have ExTAG WG01 develop a workplan for presentation at the 2015 ExTAG meeting that could include templates, example TCDs, etc. to support the work plan. The work plan project is aimed at developing and maintaining lists of minimum test equipment for a list of nineteen IEC 60079 series Standards
This matter was discussed with IECEx. Updated information was sent back to ExTAG WG01 Convenor that this had been part of ExMC WG02 agreed work scope. No further information has been received to date.
