	Background:

With the publication of new IEC TS 60079-40 Explosive atmospheres - Part 40: Requirements for process sealing between flammable process fluids and electrical systems 

Questions are raised as to can this TC 31 Publication be used for the purposes of issuing an IECEx Certificate of Conformity.  In considering this question the IECEx Secretariat consulted with the IECEx Executive and have drawn the conclusion that while this publication would not be suitable for the issuing of an IECEx Certificate of Conformity for completed products or systems, it maybe of use to industry for the ability of issuing an IECEx Component Certificate to cover sealing components that are to be used within a final product or product assembly.

Therefore the IECEx Secretariat and Executive propose this Decision Sheet to provide consistency in approach by all ExCBs. 

QUESTION: Can an IECEx Certificate be issued to show compliance with IEC TS 60079-40 alone, and if so are there any restrictions?

ANSWER:  Yes an IECEx certificate can be issued to show compliance with IEC TS 60079-40 BUT only as an IECEx Component Certificate as such components would normally be used as a component part of a final Ex Product or System.
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
