	Reconsider wording.
Depending on the exact construction configuration of the individual parts of the series these bits and pieces, and the final end use of the specific device, some would be required to it would be considered as “Ex Ccomponent” (non-threaded blanking element), and other individual parts of the series or, as either “Ex Eequipment” or “Ex Ccomponents” (thread adaptor, threaded blanking element).
