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INTRODUCTION

This document contains a report from the ExMC WG15 (Integration of non-electrical equipment) Convener, Mr Jim Munro, to the 2016 ExMC Umhlanga meeting.  This report should be read in conjunction with the following documents, which are listed for consideration, on the 2016 ExMC Umhlanga meeting agenda:

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1.1 Scope 
This report is provided for the ExMC meeting to be held in Umhlanga, South Africa. It addresses the actions requested of the WG at the last ExMC meeting in Christchurch New Zealand .  The following decisions were recorded for the meeting:
Decision 2015/64

The Meeting accepted the ExMC WG15 report contained in Document ExMC/1022/R
Decision 2015/65

The Meeting agreed that the draft Guide to certification of non-electrical equipment as presented in ExMC/1031/CD and the detailed comments from US and CA be recirculated for a further comment period.  Comments to be considered by ExMC WG15 in preparation for a revised document for voting by ExMC with publication by end of 2015.

Decision 2015/66

The Meeting agreed that the draft Operational Document OD 005-3, Supplementary requirements for non-electrical equipment to ISO/IEC 80079-34 Edition 1.0 as presented in ExMC/1032/CD be recirculated for a further comment period.  Comments to be considered by ExMC WG15 in preparation for a revised document for voting by ExMC with publication by end of 2015.

This report addresses decisions 2015/65 and 2015/66 above, noting that it was not found possible to achieve the time frame shown the report due to other commitments of the convenor, and the size and complexity of the US comments.
The review of the two documents has occurred and these are now submitted for voting at the Umhlanga ExMC meeting.  The review has taken account of the comments submitted by members, including those from the US prior to the Christchurch meeting.

2.1 Terms for reference
The following are the terms of reference that were developed by the IECEx ExMC meeting in September 2012:

· The need for ExTRs

· A proposed system /procedure for qualifying ExTLs and ExCBs, both new and existing Bodies

· What additional expertise/tools would be necessary concerning assessment of ExTLs and ExCBs

· Other issues as necessary 

3.1 Meetings
There have been no meetings of the WG since the last ExMC meeting.  However, the draft revised documents for vote were discussed and agreed by correspondence.  There was strong consensus amongst the members during this process that the two documents need to be approved and published as soon as possible.
4.1 Review of ExMC/1031/CD Guide to certification of non-electrical equipment
The review of this document considered the comments from the US.  A review by the IECEx Secretary and WG15 convenor identified that many of the issues needed to be addressed elsewhere in IECEx - see ExMC/1174/R – Response to US Comments on ExMC/1031/CD.  Only minor changes were incorporated at this time.
ExMC/1031A/CD is provided separately for members to vote on at the ExMC.

5.1 Review of ExMC/1032/CD  Supplementary requirements for non-electrical equipment to ISO/IEC 80079-34 Edition 1.0
A major feature of the review was updating of the document to reflect the fact that the CD of ISO/IEC 80079-34 Edition 2.0 had been issued and to take account of any changes in content between the draft used by WG15 and the published documents. The revised document also reflects the fact that the two standards ISO 80079-36 and -37 have now been published.
The major issue considered by the WG concerned the proposed changes by the US to the draft OD-003.  They suggested significant changes to that document.  Basically what they were suggesting was to issue a document which would have had significant differences to the current CD. This was not seen as a logical approach by the WG.  OD-005-3 is an interim document that will disappear when ISO/IEC 80079-34 Edition 2.0 is published.  Therefore any requirements incorporated would be lost at that time.  It is recommended that the appropriate process is for the US to submit their comments through their NC in the SC 31M process to see change to the next edition of the standard.  It is recommended that IECEx keep as closely as possible to the text of the developing standard.  This may see a change to this operational document at, for example, when the CDV is issued. A review by IECEx secretariat and the WG15 convenor was carried out on the US comments - see ExMC/1175/R – Response to US Comments on ExMC/1032/CD.
ExMC/1032A/CD is provided separately for members to vote on at the 2016 ExMC Umhlanga meeting.

6.1 Recommendation
It is recommended that the ExMC Meeting approve the two draft operational documents.
Should the ExMC identify any potential improvements to either of the documents, the WG recommends that these be addressed at the next edition of the documents.
