	QAR - By indicating that the supplier’s concept was assessed on the first page, isn’t there a risk of confusion as this implies that the full concept is covered? You have to read a long way into the text to find that this isn’t the case. Also, if we do include this concept on the first page then putting “N/A” against the clause in Annex A seems contradictory.

 
	In paragraph 3, second line, after “…is to be checked” add “and a note added adjacent to the concept stating ‘Supplier-provided Ex component only’. ”
	With the required comment as part of the QAR under the section addressing “Documentation Review and Assessment of Implementation“, and with a copy of the complete QAR being required for review before issuing a CoC, this should address any potential risk of confusion.  This comment will be forwarded to the ExMC WG05 Convenor for consideration as part of any future revisions to the QAR format.
