The budgeted headline surplus to reserves is inordinately large, and we are questioning the 
CAB's objective of a level equivalent to 3 years.  Within this framework, we accept budget.

SECRETARIAT RESPONSE
DK comment is noted.  Previously all IEC CA Systems established their own levels for a general reserve, however in the interests of consistency, CAB took a decision to have the CA Systems harmonise and establish a 3 x annual operating costs as the target for a general reserve , however CAB stressed that there is no set target date for this level.  This remark will be referred to the IECEx Executive for further consideration.

1. The only line item that is planned to appreciably change from 2017 to 2018 is 48000 on Publicity& Promotion. A 25%increase is planned, with no real specifics as where these funds will be used. In general we support promotion of the Scheme, but more specifics on what is being done differently should be provided in the Notes.

2. Regarding Special Events, 48200: It is assumed this is the Shanghai event, however, it should be indicated in Notes, with additional indication that this is separate from the travel line in 49000.

3. Regarding Travel & Meetings, 49000, based on the Notes there are 8 – 10 trips anticipated in 2018. But there is no indication of how many IECEx staff are planned to attend each meeting. It would be normal practice to include the name of the meeting (Working groups, annual meeting, international conference, or other), and the anticipated number of IECEx staff that are expected to attend each meeting.

SECRETARIAT RESPONSE
US comments are noted.  While showing an increase in Publicity compared to the 2017 budget, this was reflected in document ExMC/1172/CD as presented and agreed during the 2016 Umhlanga ExMC meeting.  Additional notes have been included for the 2018 budget concerning various line items including travel.  However, the US comments will be referred to the IECEx Executive for further consideration.
