US 

The USNC requests that additional clarity be provided regarding the test that may be subcontracted in 2.9 (Subcontracting).  ExCBs determining whether to accept test reports from LOM would benefit by having a list of the tests that may be subcontracted. This added clarity is needed to avoid confusion over what the assessors have allowed.   Furthermore, the USNC request that a CC document, as per the New Zealand discussion, be posted with this comment and any others.
Secretariat Response:

The new edition of TCD which details testing capabilities is considered to address this main point raised by US.  However, given the NZ 2015 ExMC discussions the Secretariat plans to forward the US concerns to ExMC WG4 for input into their overall review of the ExCB and ExTL Qualification and assessment process.
Regarding the reference to a CC document, as per normal practise the Secretariat issues an RV document for all voting reports and includes Annex A containing any Member Comments along with the Secretariat response.

The Secretariat is advised by Mr Solis of US that the above response should satisfy the US concerns.
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
