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	Background:
Following discussions with users, there is a misconception that any IECEx CoC for Ex Equipment, such as a Miners Cap Lamp or a Gas Detector, against the Type of Protection standards (IEC 60079-0, IEC 60079-1, IEC 60079-2, etc. as applicable) automatically includes the performance standards for which there is also an IEC standard covered by the IECEx System, such as IEC 60079-35-2 or IEC 60079-29-1 and IEC 60079-29-4.
Question:

1. In the case of Ex Equipment which is covered by a performance standard such as IEC 60079-29-1 and IEC 60079-29-4 for gas detectors and IEC 60079-35-2 for Caplights should the IECEx CoC always include these standards as well as the applicable standards for the Type of Protection used?
Answer:
1. No. It is not necessary to examine and test the equipment against the performance related standards if this is not requested by the manufacturer. However, if performance is not addressed by the IECEx CoC a statement shall be included in the CoC that indicates that the IECEx certificate does not cover performance of the subject Ex Equipment, e.g. “The Ex Equipment covered by this IECEx CoC has not been tested or examined for the ExCB for performance against IEC 60079-XX-X.”
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
