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INTRODUCTION

This document, ExTAG/456B/CD Draft ExTAG Decision Sheet – Assessment of change to standard for certificate up-issue, has been prepared by LCIE.
According to the discussions held in Washington, this updated version does not focus on specific change of a standard (Temperature rise of the conductor bar for terminals in Level of Protection “eb” according to IEC 60079-7) but enlarge the proposal to the management of IECEx up-issue for standard update.
In light of the discussions during the ExTAG Washington, USA, Meeting, this updated version, ExTAG/456B/CD has been prepared for 6 weeks circulation, with preliminary discussion to be held during the ExTAG Cannes, France, Meeting.

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	Background:
Significance of changes between revised and new edition of an IEC standard is generally given in the foreword of the standard. Identified changes are classified as “Minor and editorial changes”, “Extension” and “Major technical change”.
It shall be noted that these tables do not identified all changes that may be introduced in standards.
Question: 
Which assessment is expected to be included in the ExTR package when an ExCB up-issue an IECEx CoC in the purpose of standard update only?
Answer: 
The assessment shall as a minimum ensure compliance to the modifications introduced and identified in the table given in the foreword of the standard. Usually, only “Major technical changes” should apply. The equipment is then considered compliant with the new edition of the standard.
This may be reported by the use of an IECEx Ex Test Report Addendum.
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
