ANNEX A

GB COMMENT
The reassessment report for OBAC ExMC/1596/DV has a reference to a certificate to ISO/IEC 17025:2005 (or the Polish equivalent). This was valid at the time of the reassessment in October 2019 but is now out of date. Should the reference now be to ISO/IEC 17025:2017 (or the Polish equivalent) with an updated certificate as the report is now dated February 2021. This assumes that transition to the current version has occurred.

Secretariat response
The Secretariat advises that the issue of an accreditation certificate being current at the time of an actual assessment and then expiring by the time a final report is issued, does occur from time to time.  In such situations the Secretariat checks that the accreditation remains valid and on this occasion the Secretariat advises that a check has revealed the following updated dates for this accreditation:
