TITLE: A proposal concerning Two Types of Attachments for attaching to IECEx Certificates of Conformity
INTRODUCTION 

This document contains a proposal prepared among members of both the IECEx Executive and WG1 in support of Recommendation 2 to ExMC, as detailed in ExMC/742/R (Report from WG1) to clarify the requirements and restrictions concerning the type of an information contained in attachments to IECEx Certificates of Conformity.

Feedback from users of the IECEx Certified Equipment Scheme, have indicated an industry need to capture information gained during the testing and assessment of Ex equipment and systems.  In doing so, such information is considered to fall under the following categories

A – Information that is integral to the IECEx Certificate of Conformity where the attached Annex is a vehicle for recording such information, eg additional description of the product and parameters that form part of the IECEx Certification

B- Additional information obtained during the assessment/testing that is outside the scope of IECEx certification but included at the request of the applicant

The concept was considered during the WG1 Paris 2012 meeting. 
This document is issued for consideration during the 2012 ExMC Calgary meeting.  
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Annex A and Annex B to IECEx Certificates

Background:

Following from discussions that took place during the Dubai Conference, the IECEx Executive agreed in principle that there was merit in considering introducing a separate Annex to an IECEx Certificate to identify Conformity Assessment aspects relevant to the equipment, but outside the scope of the IECEx Product Certification Scheme. The purpose of such an Annex would be to allow all relevant Conformity Assessment details for the equipment to be recorded in a single place.
This was put to ExMC WG01 at its meeting in Paris in June and agreement was reached to prepare a document for discussion at the ExMC Meeting in Calgary. 

The decisions of WG01, endorsed by the Executive at its meeting later in the week were:

1.  The additional Annex would not carry the IECEx Logo (which is not an integral part of the normal Annex)

2.  The Annex would relate only to conformity assessment activities which were undertaken by the ExCB issuing the certificate

3.  The Annex should make clear not only the scope of the additional Conformity Assessment, but also the process or processes involved

4.  The Annex would be suitable for recording the existence of National or Regional Certification issued in parallel with the IECEx Certificate

Proposal:

Where the IECEx Certificate has an Annex in the normal format providing additional information covered by the IECEx Certificate, this would be referenced as Annex A and the additional Annex, providing information outside the scope of the IECEx Certificate would be referenced as Annex B.  Where only one Annex is used, it would not be referenced as A or B but only titled Annex. 
(For the purpose of this document, the references, Annex A and Annex B will be used, even if the single document does not bear that reference.)

If both Annex A and Annex B are present, Annex A will have the title “Annex A to IECEx ……..” and the following words (or similar) will appear as an introduction:

“This Annex forms an integral part of IECEx Certificate Number IECEx …….”

Annex B will have the title “Annex B to IECEx ……….” And the following words (or similar) will appear as an introduction:

“This Annex does not form an integral part of IECEx Certificate Number IECEx ……….  It contains related information outside the scope of IECEx Certification and is provided as an Annex to the certificate for information purposes only.  This information relates to Conformity Assessment activities undertaken by the Certification Body outside its scope as an IECEx ExCB, but acting in its role as …… [e.g. ….a Notified Body for the ATEX Directive, following the modules EC-Type Examination and Production Quality Control …  /  … Unit Verification  ……  of that European Directive]

Examples of Anne A and Annex B forms are attached for ExMC Consideration, noting that for Annex A the IECEx Logo is used whereas for Annex B the IECEx logo is not used.
