1.1. IECEx 2012 ExMC Minutes (ExMC/819A/RM) with assigned action items relating to WG5

1.1.1. Action Item 32, IECEx WG5 Management of Quality System Assessments of Manufacturers
WG5 considered and accepted a proposal limiting the allowance for manufacturers holding ISO9001 certification, to that this must be issued by a Certification Body accredited by an IAF member.

Date of Issue of QARs (& FARs) 

1.5. QAR Issue Dates shown on IECEx ‘on-line’ system

Members were updated on Action Item 6 from Paris 2012 meeting of WG5 (refer ExMC/743/R, Item 10.1) and noted that, in response to Action Item 6, the Secretariat has an update of OD 011 Part 2 and a specification for the support needed from the IEC IT Department under way to explain the requirements but these are being held back to allow discussion (and resolution) at this WG5 meeting.  
The Secretariat accepted an Action to review the content of the draft revision of OD 011-2 in the context of the discussion at this WG5 meeting.
1.6. QAR (and FAR) Issue Date - ongoing confusion and feedback

Members discussed questions, suggestions and issues regarding the use of ‘Date of Issue” or “Date of Original Issue” for QARs (and FARs) and recommended that (1) the On-line system remain unchanged, and (2) notes be added to OD 011-2 to provide guidance on interpreting the dates and on locating QARS in the On-line system. 

The Secretariat accepted an Action to investigate the provision for FARs to display ‘related IECEx Certificates for all previous versions”

Agenda Item 11
Other Business
The Convenor of the new ExMC WG15 (Non-electric equipment) outlined the outcomes of the second meeting of WG15 held in Buxton last week and commented that there may be a need to prepare a new OD based on EN 80079-34.
A working group of JO, TH and JM agreed to prepare a draft OD for consideration at the next meeting of WG5.  The Secretariat to advise ID # for the new OD.
